e Eric Posern shared that he received information regarding student cell
phone use. He reviewed policies related to electronic devices and cell
phones from the 2023-2024 CSISD Student Handbook. He also shared
policies from two high-performing school districts in Texas, based on SAT
scores and athletic championships. He would like CSISD to look at and
consider its policies to improve the day-to-day learning environment for our
students. Kevin Starnes acknowledged that cell phones can be distracting,
but they are also a tool for learning. He shared that this conversation could
continue in the future.

emergency drills, emergency communication, safety audits, and TEA school
safety standards.
